("The Meshugeners")

The Kehilat HaNahar Men’s Group is an assembly of
Jewish men seeking self help. We began in early
Summer 1998 in the kitchen of Mark and Debra
Magerman. Four of us sat around the table eating
kosher franks and drank beer trying to decide exactly
what we wanted in a men's group. We put together
the basics of this group, which focused on our
philosophy and guidelines as to how we will function.
It was agreed that this group of Jewish Men from
Kehilat HaNahar would meet on a periodic basis to
discuss personal issues and "be there for each other".
Men are not usually known to share their intimate and
personal feelings with others, but we thought that in
this type forum, it was possible.

Just as we were getting started, we lost one of our
founders to heart disease. That was a great setback
for us, but we continued to meet on and off for the
balance of the year. By January we were ten strong.
Within a couple of months we added two more to
make an even dozen. Soon thereafter another
gentleman joined us. For the next three years we had
some men dropout for various reasons, and didn't add
any newcomers. There were a few men that sat in for
a single meeting or two, then decided it wasn't for
them. From 2003 through 2005 we added another
five guys, and just recently added yet another.

Our current attending members number ten with a
random visit every now and then from one of the men
that we haven't seen in a while, (they are always
welcome). Our charter is still the same - we gather to
check-in with each other and work out personal issues
and situations that may be of concern. We console,
give advice when asked, or are just good listeners to
bounce off ideas when appropriate. In all instances
we maintain confidentiality, and have proven of
significant help to each other. As a result we have
been successful in this endeavor, staying together for
SO many years.

This group also has been active in Shul functions for
eleven years sponsoring the Spring Roller Rink
Outings, providing for the Tu B'Shevat Seder each
year, and attending many Shul events. Of all the Shul
