The newly established Betty and Benjamin Feffer and Jane
Feffer Simoncelli Prize is named for my parents and sister.
It's intended to honor their memory by acknowledging the
efforts of KHN Shul School students in studies related to
Jewish history and culture, an area they held dear. Each
year, one student in the Confirmation class will be awarded
a cash prize from this Endowment to encourage further
commitment to Jewish education.

Both of my parents were the children of Eastern European
immigrants who came to the United States seeking a better
life. My father's father was a laborer, my mother's father a
lay cantor. Both of my grandmothers stayed close to home
to raise their children. As normal as that sounds, they were
remarkably brave people, who came to this strange land
young. They weathered poverty, the Great Depression, the
second World War, lost siblings and cousins to the
Holocaust, and celebrated the birth of Israel. You've
probably heard of many similar families.

My parents, too - Betty and Benjamin Feffer - lived a quiet
American life. My father preferred it that way after being
wounded during the Normandy campaign in 1944. Over the
years, he built a successful manufacturing business while
my mother, like her mother, stayed close to home to raise
her children.

In America, Jewish families live at the intersection of two
great cultures: the dynamic and young spirit of the United
States and the ancient, sometimes fatalistic, often
good-humored and always rich worldview of the Jews. It
was this intersection my parents and sister loved so much. |
grew up in the midst of steady streams of library books, art
books, public-television concerts and specials that reflected
these interests. Jane took it further into cooking, mastering
traditional Jewish dishes and putting her own contemporary
spin on many of them. My parents’ interests didn't result in
groundbreaking works of their own - they didn't write books
or essays. They weren't intellectuals. But their interests
were reflected in their lives, and was passed down to me.
It's Lynne's and my hope that, through this prize, we can do
a little bit toward passing it on to others.
